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Nine California Horses Showing Signs of EHVL

Nine additional homss in Tuolumne County, Calif., are exhibiting clinical signs consistent with equine
herpesvirusl (EHV-1) after a mare in that county tested positive for the neurologic form of the virus
on Sept. 12, according to a statement from the California DeparthEabd and Agriculture

(CDFA). The exact clinical signs each horse displayed were not reported.

The initial confirmed positive mare, who was being treated at a referral hospital, has shown
improvement and was returned to her quarantined premises arfin@ICounty for recovery, the
statement said.

"Epidemiologic investigation is ongoing and the premises owner and CDFA has contacted potentially
exposed horse owners that visited the affected premises over the past two weeks," the release read.
"On Sept13 University of California, Davis, veterinary school staff collected samples (blood and
nasal swabs) from 150 animals on the premises, including the nine demonstrating compatible clinical
signs. Test results are anticipated within the next few days."

Steve Lyle, director of public affairs for the CDFA, stressed that only one horse has been confirmed as
EHV-1 positive in Tuolumne County to date.

Further, the CDFA has relayed that a horse that participated in the Sept. 10 American Competitive
Trail HorseAssociation Lake Success Ride for Mustangs, which was held in Potterville, Calif., was
exposed to the index horse prior to taking part in the ride.

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Venezuelan Equine Encephali{MEE)

USDA issues alert for horses from four states in Mexico

Due to recent cases of Venezuelan equine encephalitis in Southern Mexico, horse owners and
veterinarians are encouraged to be alert to any clinical signs of illness that could indicate VEE.

VEE is a norcontagious viral infection of horses and other equiidd can cause a severe and often
fatal encephalitis/encephalomyelitis, which is defined as an inflammation of the brain and spinal cord.

VEE is typically found in Central and South America, but due to the recent case of a horse that died of
VEE in Soutern Mexico, the United States Department of Agriculture issued an import alert for four
states in Mexico.

Effective immediately, and until further notice, horses and other equids from the states of Tamaulipas,
Veracruz, Tabasco, and Chiapas or that haesited through these states are required to undergo a
sevenday quarantine and observation for VEE in a vegioyof (doublescreened) quarantine

facility, rather than the standard-@ay quarantine prior to entry into the U.S.

Clinical signs of VEEriclude moderate to high fever, depression, lack of appetite, cranial nerve
deficits (facial paralysis, tongue weakness, difficulty swallowing), behavioral changes (aggression,
selfmutilation, or drowsiness), gait abnormalities, or severe central neryaism signs, such as
headpressing, circling, blindness and seizures.
