Several equine groups have talked about and offered suggestions on minimum standards of care for equine. 

While this is the subject of much discussion, there are some basic requirements already included in the laws 

of South Carolina. Horse owners should at least conform to these. Following is an excerpt from the South 

Carolina Code of Laws that applies to all animals including equine: 

 
CHAPTER 1: CRUELTY TO ANIMALS 

SECTION 47-1-10. Definitions.  

 

(1) "Animal" means a living vertebrate creature except a homo sapien.  

(2) "Sustenance" means adequate food provided at suitable intervals of quantities of wholesome foodstuff 

suitable for the species and age, sufficient to maintain a reasonable level of nutrition to allow for proper 

growth and weight and adequate water provided with constant access to a supply of clean, fresh, and 

potable water provided in a suitable manner for the species.  

(3) "Shelter" means shelter that reasonably may be expected to protect the animal from physical suffering or 

impairment of health due to exposure to the elements or adverse weather.  

 

SECTION 47-1-70. Abandonment of animals; penalties 

 

(A) A person may not abandon an animal. As used in this section "abandonment" is defined as deserting, 

forsaking, or intending to give up absolutely an animal without securing another owner or without providing 

the necessities of life. "Necessities of life" includes:  

 

(1) adequate water which means a constant access to a supply of clean, fresh, and potable water 

provided in a suitable manner for the species;  

(2) adequate food which means provision at suitable intervals of quantities of wholesome foodstuff 

suitable for the species and age, sufficient to maintain a reasonable level of nutrition to allow for 

proper growth and weight;  

(3) adequate shelter which means shelter that reasonably may be expected to protect the animal from 

physical suffering or impairment of health due to exposure to the elements or adverse weather.  

 

(B) A person who violates this section is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, must be fined not 

less than two hundred nor more than five hundred dollars or imprisoned not more than thirty days, or both. 

Offenses under this section must be tried in the magistrate's or municipal court.

Throughout the harsh winter, the old man struggled to stay warm. With no heat in his house, he bundled up 

with his two beloved dogs, one on either side, under a blanket. Somehow they survived. Outside, his two 

horses were starving and there was nothing he could do about it. Age and dementia kept him from feeding 

them. Actually, he had barely enough food for himself and sometimes he forgot to eat what little he had. He 

was too proud or too far into dementia to realize he needed help.   

 

When the manôs sister visited from another state, she was appalled at his living conditions. She wanted him 

to move to Atlanta to be closer to other family members, but he refused to leave the horses he had cherished 

for decades. The older mare was 24, and the younger one had been born on the farm. At 17, she had never 

left the pasture or her motherôs side.   

 

Through a series of calls and emails, Jan Carter of South Carolina Awareness and Rescue for Equines 

(SCARE), visited the rural home near Swansea to assess the situation. There she found a physically frail man 

and two mares in terrible condition.

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ñI donôt know how they survived the winter,ò said BB Weavil, chairman of SCHCôs Horse Welfare 

Committee. ñThey were in a small pasture with no grass and no one knows how long it had been since he fed 

them.ò  

 

The horses were rated a ñ2ò on the Heineke scale, which is one notch above starvation.  

 

ñJan ï I call her óAngel Janôï carried feed and hay to the horses,ò Weavil said.  

 

She arranged for a boy from a nearby feed store to feed the mares temporarily, since the man could no longer 

physically do it. She made a number of trips herself, soaking the hay and monitoring the horsesô condition. 

 

But that wasnôt all she did. ñAngel Janò took it upon herself to befriend the elderly man and bring him meals 

when she went to check on the horses. She visited with him and assured him that she would care for the 

horses and try to find a home for them. The sister began making arrangements for her brotherôs care, but she 

lived half a continent away in Colorado. She was so grateful for SCAREôs intervention that she began 

sending monthly donations to the organization so Jan could care for the horses until they could be moved. 

However, SCARE was at capacity and could not take the horses. Again, the Horse Help Hotline went to 

work to find placement for the mares. A volunteer in Greenville agreed to rehabilitate the horses but could 

not keep them permanently. 

 

One of the problems was that the two horses had never been separated and Jan had to assure their owner that 

they would remain together. He was adamant about not leaving home until his horses were placed in a good 

situation. There was some discreet talk of euthanasia for the mares, but since they responded so well to feed 

and handling, efforts were renewed to find them a permanent home. Fortunately, HOPE Acres Rescue in 

Monks Corner brought it before their board to see if they might be able to home the horses after rehab. The 

mares are now in their temporary home in the Upstate, where they are being well fed and cared for. 

 

ñThis has been a true coming together of statewide efforts to help these two mares and their owner,ò Weavil 

said. ñUnfortunately, this story is just one of many. Times have never been tougher for horses and their 

owners. I appeal to horsemen across the state to reach out and help where there is a need.ò  

 

Whether itôs a neighbor on hard times who needs help caring for his horses, donating time or money to a 

rescue facility, offering to foster an unwanted horse, or referring someone to the Horse Help Hotline, people 

can and do make a difference. 

 

ñConnecting and communicating is what we do!ò said Weavil.

early fall through the following spring to prepare for 

their upcoming races out of state. These visitors are 

known as equine tourists. 

 

Lee Christian, president of the South Carolina 

Thoroughbred Owners and Breeders Association, said 

the three Classic days, when the Kentucky Derby, 

Kentucky Oaks, and Preakness Stakes are run, were 

outstanding for South Carolina prepared horses. In 2011 

to date, South Carolina trained horses finished many 

national races successfully. Aikenite, owned by 

Dogwood Stable in Aiken, won his second straight 

Grade II victory in the Churchill Downs Stake. His 

earnings stand at $688,635. In the Kentucky Oaks, a 

race specifically for fillies, the top two finishers were 

trained in Camden. Plum Pretty, trained by Kip Elser, won the race, and St. Johnôs River, trained by Nancy 

Terhune, finished second. Paddy OôPrado, trained by Franklin Smith of Elloree, won the Dixie Stake. 

Perhaps the stateôs equine biggest star is Shackleford, who 

was started and trained by Webb Carroll in St. Matthews, 

S.C. Shackleford finished fourth in the Kentucky Derby, and 

came back to handily win the 136
th
 Preakness Stakes. With 

that win, Shackleford became the beneficiary of the largest 

payoff purse in Preakness history. Shackleford won 

$600,000 for coming in first and $550,000 as the XpressBet 

Bonus winner for a total payout of $1,150,000. On June 11, 

the three year old finished fifth in the Belmont Stakes, after 

holding lead for much of the race on a sloppy track.
