The weather was perfect for the 30

th
 annual American Heart Association Beach Ride. 

     In November, 1,130 horses from 22 states arrived at Lakewood Camping Resort for the 30th annual Jack Monroe 

Beach Ride. The event raised $215,000 for the American Heart Association. 

     Riders camped in an oceanfront campground with their horse for four nights and five days. As American Heart 

Associationôs oldest event in South Carolina, the annual beach ride continues to grow. This yearôs event was hosted 

by horse stunt man Tommy Turvey, who also led the costume parade. Unique and inventive costumes for horse and 

rider were a highlight of the ride.  Covered in cotton balls, one horse looked like a huge lamb; his rider carried a sign 

with the Biblical phrase, ñFeed My Sheep.ò   

 

     Another component of the event was two 

separate American Competitive Trail Horse 

Association (ACTHA) rides. An unusual 

obstacle included crossing the constantly 

changing rivulets of water so that the ride back 

was quite different from the ride out.  ACTHA 

founders Carrie and Tony Scrima were special 

guests at the beach ride. It was their first time in 

South Carolina, and they loved the beach. 

 

Adding to the natural exhilaration of a ride on 

the edge of the Atlantic was the security of a 

well-organized event. Riders traveled from as 

far away as Texas and Missouri, and one group 

even came by horse and buggy. Many people 

come year after year, while many others 

experienced the thrill of a ride along the Atlantic Ocean for the first time.  

 

The five-day event included many vendors from several states, a silent auction, live entertainment, clinics and 

demonstrations, a poker run, parade and costume contest, the 20-mile beach ride, and an awards ceremony.  
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The SC Horsemenôs Council manned a 

booth, passing out information and talking 

with hundreds of avid horseback riders from 

all over the country.

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Improving Circles by ñRiding the Clockò 
By Susan E. Harris (Level IV Centered Riding Clinician) 
Note: This article is reprinted with permission from the author. It was submitted by Betty Rankin. 

 

Your horse's bending will improve if you can ride good, round circles (and of course, riding round circles 

gets easier as his bending improves!) I suggest the "riding the clock" exercise: 

Set up a pattern with 4 cones placed on a 20 meter circle; set the cones where 12, 3, 6 and 9 would be on a 

clock face. (You can use a pair of cones at each point on the clock, making a little "gateway" to ride through.) 

When you ride the clock, start out clockwise (tracking to the right) in a walk. You should turn your eyes 

and your center ("steer with your belt buckle") so they are looking at the next point on the clock. (If you're at 12, 

your eyes and your center are pointing to 3, when you're at 3, they're looking at 6, are so on.) You only ride one 

quarter of the circle at a time, but you'd like to make that circle nice and round and even--no cutting in, bulging out 

or making a corner. You use your inside leg (near the girth) to prevent cutting in, and your outside rein to forbid him 

to bulge out or pop his outside shoulder and make a sharp corner. 

 
As your "clock" gets better in the walk, make life more interesting by riding the exercise in a posting trot. 

You still look just 1/4 of the circle ahead, but now you'll have to think and apply your corrections a bit quicker. 

Also, think of keeping a steady beat (the "tick, tock" of the clock, if you like) without speeding up or slowing down. 

Again, your inside leg will say "keep going forward in rhythm" (and "don't cut in"), while your outside rein will say 

"steady, stay on the beat and don't rush," (as well as saying "don't bulge out or make a corner.") 

Be sure to ride the "clock" in both directions, counterclockwise as well as clockwise, and eventually, try it 

without the cones, but still keeping the 4 points of the "clock" in mind. When you can get a round, even circle in 

both directions, you will find your horse's bending has become more consistent, as well as the roundness of your 

circles.

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Pay Attention to Water Trough Design and Maintenance  
By Bill Steele 

Manager, Anne Springs Close Greenway  

 

In managing a horse boarding operation with 18 pastures in the piedmont of South Carolina, the Anne 

Springs Close Greenway has made an effort to minimize the time required to maintain our 20 water troughs.  

Initially, we used the 150-gallon plastic water troughs.  These were effective, but in the freezing months, a 

substantial amount of time was spent each morning breaking and removing ice.  These troughs are not within reach 

of electricity, so trough heaters were not an option.  The flexible water supply hose was also at risk of freeze 

cracking.   

With assistance from the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service, new water troughs were 

installed.  High traffic areas made of crusher run gravel over geotextile matting were also installed around each 

trough.  The troughs were located distant to trees that would fill the troughs with leaves in autumn.  Livestock will 

also drink more warm water from a trough with sun exposure than cold water in a shaded location.  There is also less 

damage to the pasture where the troughs are located on high and dry ground versus low, shaded, and wet areas.  It is 

important that you choose a trough that your number of animals can cycle through within a weekôs time to maintain 

water freshness.   

The troughs that we chose to use are made of concrete.  The troughs were purchased from a local company 

that makes septic tanks.  We chose to use half of a 1,000 gallon septic tank.  The walls and floor are four inches 

thick.  The thickness of the trough aids in 

insulating the water from freezing by 

thermal warming from the earth.   

  Our troughs are three feet tall, eight feet 

long and four feet wide.  With this design, 

the water supply lines are buried under 

ground with the fitting in the floor which 

protects them from damage by freezing 

weather.  Two threaded ¾ inch diameter 

PVC fittings were delivered to the vendor to 

be set in the floor of each trough when the 

concrete was poured into the casting molds.  

This allows for a water supply fitting where 

a gate valve can be placed inside the tank.   

   The gate valve is helpful for shutting off 

the water for cleaning.  A float valve is 

attached to the gate valve to control water 

level.  For the protection of other animals 

who visit the trough, the float valve is 

adjusted for the water level to be four inches 

from the top of the trough so that thirsty small critters that may fall into the water can climb out. A second treaded 

fitting is cast into the floor for cleaning purposes. A threaded plug is placed in this fitting and a PVC drain line is 

attached to the bottom of the fitting and runs to the edge of the high traffic pad.    

We incorporated the troughs with the partition fence so that one trough provides water to two paddocks.  

The float valve is located three inches from the long side wall and at the midpoint under the fence wire to protect it 

from damage by curious livestock.  One drawback of the heavy concrete trough is that it must be completely drained 

during cleaning if allowed to get heavily contaminated with algae.  This can be prevented with timely attention to 

water treatment.   

Several methods of water treatment are available to prevent contamination.  The most practical and cost 

effective approach to algae control is to add three ounces of unscented household bleach per 50 gallons of water 

every two weeks.  This concentration is diluted enough as to not harm livestock.  The use of copper sulfate is 

questionable for livestock that may be sensitive to it.   

A method that has been used in Europe for generations is to add barley straw to the water.  The tannins in 

the barley will initially color the water a brown tint.  This is not harmful to animals.  The enzymes from the barley 

feed on the algae.  You can find Stock Tank Solution barley bags at your local feed store.  The bags are effective for 

up to three months depending on the season.   

If mosquito and other larvae are a concern, one half cap full of flax seed oil can be added to the trough 

water.  This will create a thin oil film on the water surface to prevent larvae development.  Some have had success 
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with goldfish and other fish species to feed on aquatic vegetation.  Unless the trough is insulated against freezing, 

the fish will not survive the winters.  There is also a concern about the feces that the fish generate in the water.  The 

presence of intestinal worms is water troughs is not a concern.  The parasites are ingested from the soil and short 

grass and may find their way into the water of a trough as the animals drink, but the trough is not a source of 

contamination for livestock.  

These tips and lessons learned are from my 20 years of water trough experience.  There are many 

successful solutions for a variety of farm applications.  The bottom line is that providing clean and safe water for our 

horses is essential and something that we owe to our equine companions.
